Travel north 1/2 mile, bear 
left at road divide; and head north on Route 107. Turn left on Route 25A (Northern 
Boulevard). Travel west for 1.5 miles (five lights). Turn left at second NYIT entrance, 

West Campus Road, (across from De Matteis Center entrance). 
Follow signs to de Seversky Center.
